 I read this very interesting and comprehensive scholarly write up on Dreams 
by the author.

The sleep cycles actually do not 
JUMP from non-REM to REM sleep  but pass through downward or upward 
stages , so from 4th stage to short period of 3rd and then second which is 
REM, The REM periods keep increasing in time successively, through the 
night.  Anyway the author's writing is suggests as if the REM stage comes 
'suddenly' after the 4th stage. Maybe my understanding is not adequate. 
 Secondly The Hadeeth quoted seems to have a different meaning than what 
the author seems to have implied. I think you will agree that we translate 
"basar" as eyesight, not eyes which would be "Ain". So I cannot connect soul's 
vibration with REM 
 From scientific point of view we are far from understanding the "mystries" of 
sleep and certainly I welcome his comments "that contemporary Muslim 
scholars need to lead the human knowledge....."  
 Incidentally There is a 'novel' written in Urdu with the caption "Ruya-e-
sadiqah" by  the first Urdu novelist in history (of Urdu language), in which he 
has given the account of a woman who frequently saw the true dreams. A very 
interesting story.
